(2) Remove the right side expansion unit cover of the
GOT.

(3) Install the multi-color display board to the multi-color
display board interface of the GOT.

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(4) Fasten the multi-color display board by tightening its
fixing screw with tightening torque 0.25 to 0.35 Nem.
